On game day, the Southern University Jaguars will be the home team mainly sitting on the 
West Side near sections 129-156 of the Caesars Superdome and the Grambling University 
Tigers will be the visiting team mainly sitting on the East Side near Sections 101-128. 
 
For Battle of the Bands & Greek Show, the Southern University “Human Jukebox” Marching 
Band will be on the South End Zone side of the Caesars Superdome and the Grambling State 
University Tiger Marching Band will be on the North End Zone side. 
 
In addition to securing tickets, fans can now reserve accommodations through the official 
Bayou Classic hotel block. By booking within the block, attendees can take advantage of 
special rates at select hotels near the Caesars Superdome, ensuring a seamless and 
convenient experience throughout the weekend.
